Language Laboratory Rules and Expectations for Behavior


As a foreign language student at Norwood High School, you will be using the state of the art foreign language laboratory on a regular basis.  With this technology you will be able to use video and audio files, the internet and various computer applications. It is essential that we maintain this lab in optimum working condition.  All students who enter the lab are expected to comply with the rules and regulations as described in the Norwood High School Student Handbook.  In addition, the Foreign Language Department has established the following rules and expectations for behavior for all students who use the language lab. Failure to comply with these rules will result in loss of language lab privileges and therefore a loss in credit for the work missed in the lab. 
· Students will be in compliance with the Norwood Public School’s Acceptable Use Computer/Internet Policy.
· Students will sit in their assigned seats unless told to do otherwise by the teacher.

· Students will not bring in food, gum, candy, drinks (including water) into the lab. 

· Students will only write in pencil in the lab. 

· Students will not bring any items to their workstations except those required for the lesson. Backpacks, purses, and other materials may be placed on the shelves in the lab.

· At the beginning of the session, students will:

-Inspect headphones for breakage

-Inspect workstations surfaces for debris or writing

-Inspect monitor/keyboard/mouse for damage or malfunction

· Students will immediately alert their teacher to any problems they find or suspect at their workstation.

· Students will follow their teacher’s directions and work on the assigned tasks.

· Students will not work on other computer applications without the consent of their teacher.

· Students will not leave the lab until the teacher has inspected their workstation and they have been dismissed.

· Students will walk to and from the lab in an orderly fashion.

Any student found vandalizing equipment in the language lab will be held financially responsible for the repair of the damage and will have his/her language lab privileges revoked for the remainder of the school year and therefore, will experience a loss in credit for the work missed in the language lab.
Foreign Language Teachers will inspect each station at the end of the lesson.
