      A             Student is engaged in the activities in the class, participates often and  creates  in the target language. Student is able to ask questions or make comments in the target language.  Student is actively listening to instruction, taking notes, following classroom rules and works with partner or group. Student is always prepared for class with necessary materials and arrives on time.

                      

      B           Student is engaged in the activities in the class and is participating in the target language. Student may answer questions in the target language (ie giving  homework answers), doesn't consistently  create  in the target language.  Student is actively listening to instruction, taking notes, following classroom rules, working well with partner or group. Student is usually prepared for class with necessary materials and arrives on time for class.

 

     C           Student is usually engaged in the class, but is not always participating in the target language.  Student completes work, but rarely speaks  or volunteer answers. Student tends to respond only when called on by the  teacher.  Student may not always be actively listening to instruction taking notes, following classroom rules, or working well with partner or group. Student  sometimes may not have all the necessary materials for class and may not always arrive on time to class.

 

      D           Student is rarely engaged in the activities in the class and does not participate in the target language.  Student is reluctant to complete classwork and does not volunteer answers.  Student may not actively listen to instruction, take notes, follow classroom rules or work well with partner or group. Student does not have all materials for class and  arrives late to class often.

 

    F            Student is unwilling to respond or engage in daily tasks and exhibits a negative attitude. Student does not participate in the target language. Student does not listen to instruction, take notes, follow classroom rules work well with partner or group. Student is off task and disruptive. Student does not have necessary materials for class and arrives late.
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
